Human Genetic

Human Genetics is the branch of genetic which deals with the inheritance of characters
in human. The foundation of human genetic was laid by Sir Archibald Garrod, a Bri
cian, in 1902 by pointing out the inborn errors of metabolism are controlled by genes and these
errors are inherited in a mendeliam fashion. he s known as “Father of Human Genetics”,

Application of Human Genetic

As a fundamental science it studies the laws of heredity, interaction between heredity
factor and enviroment, development and function of different parts of the human body, evolu-
tionary mechanism , molecular structure and the ike - Knowledge of human genetics could be

horizon of applied aspect of human genetics is expanding in recent years. Knowledge acquired
by advance research in chromosome and molecular biology are utilized for human welfare.
Again , practical application of human genetics has encouraged the reésearchers to do more
work of fundamental nature. Hence , human gegetic councelling, Population genetics molecu-
lar biology, cytogenetic, etc.

Medico-legal aspect

Medico-legal means the application of human genetical knowledge for o
can help in dealing with certain problems related to disputed paternity,
anti-social behavior, medical termination of pregnancy, marriage and divorce, artificia] jnsemi-
nation and compulsory sterilizations, etc.

One of the aspect of medico-legal is paternity diagnosis. In legal ¢
puted paternitiy question may arise whather a perticular man can be the
child. Similarly, can a particular woman be mother of given child? A couple may claim for a
long lost child. A cople may suspect that their child has been interchanged with another child in
the hospital. Hence, human genetics, can help to give answer to such questions.

Genetic Counseeling is a communication process, which deals with the human prob
lems associated with occurrence or risk of occurences of a genitic disorder in a family. Ge-
netic counseeling refers to the activities that :-

a) Determine and diagnose wheather an abnormality disease is heredity or not .

b) Evulate the chances of recurrence.

¢) Communicate to the affected person and of the family regarding the recurrence

risk if trait.
d) Provide all available information regarding reproductive option.

Convey all information regarding the potential, medical,financial, social and mental burden
and thereby help to cope with the problems that may be caused by the genetic disorders.
Who need genetic counselling ?

A child is born with a birth defect and the parent and family members are concerned

about the faith of the future of the children.

Belong to family or ethnic group where the occur}ence of a genetic disease is not
Very uncommon.

People are aware about the risk of certain genetic disorder with advanced age of the
mother.

Education section of people whor are aware of certain genetic facts and may think
whether they carry a potentially harmful gene.

Husband and wife are related and belong to a family with history of genetic disorders.

So, in taking all the views genetic counsellors try to find out whether the disease is
genetically determined or not and whether it is heredity or not. They try to understand the
mode of transmission through pedigree or from family history of the person. Adquate know]-
edge is very necessary for giving any genetic advice.

After studying the trait completly the counseeling is given keeping in mind about the
social, psychological, economical status of the person. Counseller’s cannot impose the person
to take any decision, they can reveal the fact to the person and leave the choice to them.

Conclusion

Thus, it can be concluded that the knowledge of human genetics could be fruitfully and
meaningfully applied for the betterment of different aspects of mankind. The various fields of
human genetics clearly indicate that its scope is very vast. It helps in dealing with various
kinds of problems in day-to-day life.
