College (now D.H.S K. College) and it was called ‘Taxi Driver’.
The memory of the magnificent production is still fresh in my
mind. It was in the thatch-roofed auditorium of the college that
the drama was performed. The acting part of the drama was so
moving and realistic that it left an indelible impression on my
young mind. My mind simply went mad to know the names of
the actors who performed their roles so impressively. Soon I
succeeded to collect their names and they were Anil Sarmah (In
the lead- role, BijoylakshmiGogoi (his wife), Hassan Sharif Ahmed
(the driver’s brother) and Laharidevi (the female role against
him). The teachers of the college who played certain other roles
were— Bishnuprasad Chakravartty, Tafazzul Ali and Salil Basu
while Punyadhar Rajkhowa, the Librarian of the college too
played a role.

Two Enlish dramas were also staged in the early part of the
sixties and they were (1) ‘Rising of the Moon’ and (2) ‘Abu
Hassan Pays his Debt’ with memorable success. Both of them
were directed by the eminent professor of the English Department
Birendra Chandra Bhattacharya who, a few years later had to
join the neighbouring M.D.K.G: College as Principal.

Anil Sarma and Hasan Sharif Ahmed were contemporary
and both of them were tremendously active in the sphere of
socio-cultural life of the town. They teamed together to lay the
foundation of the ‘All Assam One-Act Drama Association’
(Sadou Asom Ekanka Natya Sanmilon) with its Head office in
Dibrugarh Town. However, in course of time, the name of the
